United Methodist Church and their annual conference provides street 
children with meals, worship and Bible lessons, laundry, medical care; 
tutoring and many other life skills.  The ministry continues to be a bridge 
for children between life on the street and a healthy home environment. 

In Espanola Valley, New Mexico, the McCurdy School offers a 
Christian-based academic program.  Many children receive some form of 
financial aid from the United Methodist Church.  The classes prepare 
students for college and offers counseling emphasizing positive change 
and violence prevention.  The school has a rich tradition of academic 
success in the valley as well as being a safe, loving, nurturing environment 
for more than 97 years. 

The Republic of Sudan is the largest country in Africa and is 
recovering from the longest civil war in Africa.  Male illiteracy rate is 85% 
while that of female if 92%.  United Methodist Church presence is mainly 
in Yei, 800 miles southeast of Darfur.  The UMC operates a kindergarten 
with 200 students and a primary school with 1,400 students.  Most of the 
classes are held under trees.  Different mission teams from USA are 
partnering to build schools, provide school supplies, dig wells, donate 
medicine and teach self-sustainability in the region.   

These 4 projects need our prayers and support.  You may give to 
this mission by marking your envelope MOM for July and placing your gift 
in the offering plate or in the MOM mail box in the main entrance.
